Summer for Your Pets

Caring for your pets requires extra consideration during
the summer. As temperatures heat up, make sure your
pets have plenty of clean water to drink at all times.
Also, be sure to provide appropriate shelter from the ele-
ments (rain, snow, wind, cold and heat), as well as shade
and good air ventilation. Domestic animals depend on
human beings to survive and need adequate protection
from the elements when they are not inside your house.
A dog house will not suffice for shade because, in the
heat, it can be like an oven. Your animal will be more
comfortable inside your air conditioned home.

Another threat to your pet’s health is being left in an
unattended car. On a hot summer day, a closed car can
reach 120°F in minutes. DO NOT leave your pet in a car,
even with the windows cracked. Your pet can die or
become seriously ill in just 10 minutes. Also, leaving pets
unattended invites thieves to break into your car and
take your pet. It’s best to leave your pet at home unless
you are going to and from the vet or pet store with no
stops in between.

RECYCLING

What is Recycling?

Recycling is the reprocessing of materials into new prod-
ucts. Recycling prevents useful material resources being
wasted, reduces the consumption of raw materials and
reduces energy usage, and hence greenhouse gas emis-
sions, compared to virgin production.

Recyclable materials, also called “recyclables,” may origi-
nate from a wide range of sources in the home. They
include glass, paper, aluminum, tin, and plastics. 

Recyclables need to be sorted and separated into materi-
al types from the garbage. Contamination of the recy-
clables with other materials must be prevented to
increase the value and facilitate easier reprocessing for
the ultimate recycling facility. This sorting normally
occurs at a fully automated materials recovery facility.  

The two types of household recycling programs that are
most common are “curbside” and “drop off” centers.
Doraville has a drop off center at Honeysuckle Park. Once
the containers are full, the materials are transported to a
materials recovery facility for separation. The second
method of household recycling is the curbside program.
The curbside program seems to be the most effective type
of programs because it is user friendly and convenient. 

The curbside program is where residents mix the recy-
clables together in a plastic 18 gallon recycling bin, and
then it is placed at the curb for collection.  

Benefits

Recycling is beneficial in two ways: it reduces the inputs
(energy and raw materials) to a production system and
reduces the amount of waste produced for disposal.

Some materials like aluminum can be recycled indefinitely
as there is no change to the materials. Other recycled
materials like paper require a percentage of raw materials
(wood fibers) to be added to compensate for the degrada-
tion of existing fibers. Since the materials being processed
are purer, less energy is needed to process them, and less
energy is needed to transport from the place of extraction.
This reduces the environmental, social, and usually the
economic costs of manufacturing.

Without recycling, the most commonly used methods for
waste disposal is in landfills.  Landfills are expensive, and
are in high demand but short supply.  Recycling is an
excellent way to reduce the volume of waste being dis-
posed of in landfills.
