It was hot for May and June, and there doesn’t seem to
be any relief forecasted for July. Let’s make sure our out-
side pets have plenty of water—cool, fresh water. Dogs
don’t sweat to cool off but pant instead. However,
breathing in hot air will not cool a dog down—it takes
cool water. Check the water bowl frequently and maybe
even add a few ice cubes to the water. Without cool,
fresh water to drink, heat stroke is a serious risk for dogs
with no shade from the sun.

There have been reports of sightings of another fox or
two in the Oakcliff area. Traps are set, so we are hoping
to capture these animals.  Please call and let me know if
you see a fox or any other strange animal at large in any
area of the City.

All districts in the City are seeing an increase in cats. The
DeKalb Animal Services Department is doing its best to
find homes for the strays that I take each week. The cats
that have been born and raised outside are considered
“feral”, and most times are un-adoptable. Feeding of
these cats in your area only increases the number of off-
spring that are born. It appears there is no happy medi-
um. Your domestic cats are not smart enough to avoid
the humane traps used by the City. The only way to
ensure your cat is not trapped is by keeping it inside
your home and having a current rabies tag on a secure
collar to identify your cat.

I understand that you love your pets, but it is also impor-
tant for you to understand that the City does not allow
your pets to run the streets and property of others. It is
your responsibility as a pet owner to do everything
humanely possible to ensure that your pet stays on your
property and does nothing to damage the peace and the
rights of your neighbors by barking, crying or making
other noise that would disturb or offend others in the
neighborhood.

Have a safe summer and remember...keep the water dish
filled with fresh, cool water.

Simple steps can reduce mosquitoes around your home. 

Summer in Georgia is not complete
without lots of heat, lots of humidity and
lots of mosquitoes. Although there is
very little you can do about the heat and
humidity, there are a few simple steps
you can take to reduce the number of
mosquitoes around your home.

According to Bert Tyler, a mosquito
expert with the DeKalb County Board of
Health, “The best way to eliminate
mosquitoes is to get rid of the places
they can breed.”

“Mosquitoes need standing water to breed,” Tyler
explained. “By simply eliminating the stagnant water
around your home, you will have an enormous impact on
the mosquito population.”

The most common breeding sites include bird baths,
clogged gutters, unused wading pools,
bottle caps, buckets, flower pots and pet
dishes. By replacing the water in things
like bird baths and pet dishes at least
twice a week, you can prevent thousands
of mosquitoes from hatching.

Since there is no way to completely wipe
out mosquitoes, there are some simple
things you can do for protection like using
mosquito repellent and wearing light-
colored clothing, long-sleeved shirts, long
pants and socks when outdoors.
