Chief King and the Doraville Police Department are
pleased to introduce our two new Quality of Life Unit offi-
cers, Hersilia Morrow and Rosemary Martin. They are
tasked with enforcing zoning codes and local ordinances
in our neighborhoods as well as our business districts. 

Both officers were selected after an extensive applica-
tion process which included over 100 resumes and appli-
cations. Officer Morrow has over 19 years of law enforce-
ment experience and is an active member of the U.S.

Officer Martin brings over 8 years of
code enforcement experience as she served in that
capacity in Salt Lake City, Utah.

The newly formed Quality of Life Unit is supervised by
Lt. John E. Lowe. The unit’s main goal is to do just as its
title states: to improve the quality of life for the citizens
and business owners of Doraville. The officers will
accomplish this by proactively patrolling and enforcing
local codes and ordinances. By enforcing these laws,
they hope to keep our neighborhoods clean and safe.

prey. Please keep all of your pets
inside until I have more information
as to the location of these predators.

I am in the process of setting traps to
capture both foxes and coyote in the
Oakcliff area. Any sightings should be
reported immediately to assist with
placement of the traps.

I hope you all have had the opportunity to meet our new
Quality of Life employees. In the short time the unit has
been in existence, they have made a major impact in both
the residential and commercial areas of our community.
They have issued a large quantity of warnings, and our
community has responded by making the corrections
necessary to avoid an actual citation.

The Doraville Police Program involving our uniformed
officers and our elementary schools has had a great
impact. Our uniformed officers weekly participate in
reading to children in the three elementary schools
around Doraville. The purpose is to show a positive side
of police officers to the children. The principals of all
three elementary schools have been extremely support-
ive. I feel very strongly that this positive exposure can
have life changing effects in the lives of these children.
